2023-24 School Description and Mission Statement 
Mendocino County Office of Education's Orr Creek School provides comprehensive educational services for students who have 
been identified as having significant behavioral or social-emotional learning needs. Orr Creek School provides a separate 
campus with two classroom serving students K-8. 
These programs are designed with a small class sizes, high adult to student ratio, and include intensive counseling resources 
in the form of group counseling, social skills development, and individual therapy in collaboration with County Mental Health. 
The intent of the programs are to provide academic rigor in a structured setting that relies on positive reinforcement utilizing the 
evidence-based TIERS Model developed by Diana Browning-Wright. 
All students in the Therapeutic Support Program at Orr Creek School have been found eligible for special education services, 
and individual student goals and progress are monitored through the IEP process. 
The mission of the program is to build skills that allow the students to self-regulate and manage their own behavior, to increase 
academic momentum and positive self-image, and to eventually have the students return to a less restrictive educational 
setting.

Orr Creek School makes every effort to ensure that there are multiple means of regular communication to all of our 
parents/guardians and educational partners. 
This year, Orr Creek has assembled a School Site Counsel which consists of parents, administrator, and both classified and 
certificated staff. Our first task this year was to review our draft SPSA, and parents/guardians were given the opportunity to 
provide feedback and make recommendations prior to approval by the Board. 
Orr Creek hosts two parent nights and offers parents/guardians the ability to speak directly to teachers and administrators, 
learn components of the programs their children attend, and to ask questions and offer input. 
Orr Creek utilizes home visits by School Psychologists and Mental Health Clinician and a means to directly interface with 
individual families when there are issues related to behavior or attendance. 
In addition, parents and guardians are regularly involved through the initial intake process, parent conferences, and annual IEP 
meetings. 
Parents and guardians are encouraged to participate in weekly social-emotional learning lessons, and parent outreach from 
school psychologists and principal. 
Parent surveys will be sent out to solicit input, and parents will be invited to participate in LCAP development processes. 
We also regularly communicate with parents using the Parent Square communication program and use Google Meet and Zoom 
for parent conferences and IEP meetings.
